and Dane J, Purvine and tClaudnie B. Purvirs, hlzs wife, of the City of Albany,
Linn County, Oregon, hereinsfter designated as the partiess of the second part:

WHEREAs; The party of the first part 1s now constructing upon the

following described real proper%y, to-wit:

Lot No. Two (2) in Block No. Sixteen (18&) in
‘the Gity of Albany, Linn County, Oregon.

a Uity hall, ana the wals of said Uity hall having been compieted, and the
East wall of said City hall building having been completed a distance of
eighty (80) feet, along the lina of the East side of sald Lot in a Southerly
direation from the North boundary line of seid Lot, and

WHEREAS, The perties of the second part are the owners of that part
of Iot No. Three (3) in Block No. Sixteen (16) 1n the Clty of Albany, binn
County, Oregon, adjoining the above described property belonging to the sald
party of the first pert, and upon which said property the party of the firat
part is now oonstructing a City Hall, and i

WHEREAS, The party of the first part has psid the entire vost of
the vongtruction of the East wall of sald City hali building, end
. WHEHEAS, It i8 the desire of the partles hereto that saild wall
shall be established as a perty well.

NOW, THEREFORE, In consideration of the sum of Eight Hundred Thirty-
three and Five Hundredths Dollars ($833,08) in United States Gold Coln pald by
the parties of the second part to the party of the first pert, the receipt
whereof is hereby aoknowlédged, the said party of the first psrt does hereby
grant, dargein, sell, uvorvey and asalign to the said parties of the socond part,
their heirs and assigrs foraver, the right hereby to use said wall and the

whole thersot as a party well, and it is, by the parties hereto, agreed that
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sither party, their heirs or assigns, may rebuild the same in case of
partial or rotfh destruction thereof.

Provided, howaver, that the said parties of the second part shall
not add to the heigh? of said wsall, depth, thickness or length without the
sxpress consent ot the party of the first part.

Provided, further, thst in case of damage, either party may repair
said well or any portion thereof 30 as to place the same in as good condition
a8 before, using good materials and workmsnship and conforming with the
bullding laws of the Stete of Oregon and the ordinences of the Uity of Albany,
Linn County, Oregon, und in vase of repairs one-half of such repairs shall be
peid to the party meking the same by the owner of the other percel on demand,
and one-hialf of any such rebuilt well or any eddition made as aforesaid to
any wall, when used shall be paid for like the originel structure,

WHEREAS, It is necessary for the public peace, health
and safoty of the people of the City of Albany that the foregoing agreeman{ﬁ »
be immediately entered into, and therefore en emergency exists and one is8
hereby declared to exist and this ordinance shall go into full force and
effect immediately upon its pessage by the Council end approvel by the Mayor.
