eaid City of Albany as provided by the charter of said City.




Beotion O, Whersas, the public peace, health and safety of the City of Albany
requires that this ordinance bscomes effective immediately, therefore an emere
goncy 1o hersby deolared to exist, that thim ordinance shall beoome immedintely
effective upon its final passage by the Council and approval by the Riypr.
