A Bill for an ordinance providing for the time and manner of impgroving “herman
g&;g!g from the south side of first Street to Salem Road in the clity of Albany,

regon, providinz how ths cost of such improvement shall be paid, the penalty or
damage to the city of .lbany by the person or persons making such improvemeni a8y
the same shall not be ccmpleted on the time agrsed upon, ani the ziving of a ~ood
and sufficient bond for the faithful performance of the work of such improvement,
and providing for the givinz by the Kecorder cf said city of notice for bids for
the completion of said improvement.

THE PEOFLE CF THE CITY OF ALBANY DO CKDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

Sgction l. That “herman Strzet from thz south side of First Street to
Salem koad shall be improved in ths following manner, to=-wit:

l. By gradinz said street to the prover sub-grades.

2. By surfacing the roadway of said straet full width
with full intersscti with erushed rock and
crushed gravel base and oil mat surface.

3. By laying and ccnstructine ccnerete gutters.

4, DBy censtructinz ccacrete curbs and sidewalks
wherever necessary.

5. By installing a proper drainage system.

Said improvemant shall b: rade in acccrdance with the charter and ordinances
of the city of ~lbany, CUregon, and th2 rlans, specifications and eastimates of
Yalter W, Larsen, inzineer, for t imorovement of said strest filed in the
office of the necorder of said city cf albany on the 23rd day »f June, 1945,

The cost of the making of said improvement shall be paid out of the funds to
be collected and arising upon anl out of the assessments hereaftar to be made,
ascertained and declared b e Council of the city of Albaay on the lots and
parts of lots adjacent tc said porticon of said street so to be inproved as herein-
above descrited and especially and particularly benefited thereby, as provided by
the charter of said clity of Albany.

Said improverm:nt shall be completed by the lst day of September, 1945,

all blds for the making of said improvemsnt deemed unreasonable by the
Council may be rejected.

Any person, firm or ccrporation with whozm any contract may bes snterad into
by the city of albany for the xing cf said improvexzent szall, before cormencing
said improvement and at ths time of sig g such contract, rake, execute and
deliver to said city 8 good and sufficient bond with sufficient surety thereon to
be approved by the lLayor of the City of albany in a sum equal to fifty per cent of
the amount to be paid under such contract for ths faithful performance thereof.,

Section 2., If the perscon, firm or corporation entering into any contract
with the city of albany to xe said imrroverment shall not complete the same

within the time mentioned and cified in such centract, the city of Albany
shall be deemed to sufrfer damages on account therecf in the amount of v25.00 per
day for =ach and every day the completion of said work is delayed beyond thetime
stated in such contract, which amount shall be paid by such contractor doing the
work at the comoletion thereof unless the tice of the completion of said improve-
ment be extended by the Council.

Section 3, The Recorder of the city of Albany is hereby ordered and directed
to immediately give proper notice for b ids for making of said imrrcvement by
publishing such notice ten days in the <lbany Democrat-iierald, a nawspaper of
general circulaticn published in the city of ~lbany, fully describinb in said no-
tice the time and manner of doing said work of imprcving said pertion of said
straet.
