A BILL FOR:

AN CRDINANCE authorizing the Yayor and Recorder of the City of Albany,
Oregon, to enter into a ccntract with D. F. McKenzie for the improvement of Oak
Street from the borth line of Water Striuet to the south line of Willamette Street.

THE PEZOPLE OF ThE CITY CF ALB NY DO ORDAI' AS FOLLOWS:

WHEKEAS, by Ordinance Nc. 1629 of the City of albany, Oregon, it was
orderaed that the following street in said City be improved, to-wit: Oak Street
from the North line of Water Street to the south line of Yillamette Street.

Sald improvement to be made in the following manner:

By grading said street to the proper sub-grade.

2., By surfacing the roadway of said strset full width wi-h full intersections
with crushed rock and crushed gravel bas2z and oil mat surface.

3. By laying and constructing concrete gutters.

4, By installinge a proper drainage system.

and in accordanc: with the plans, specifications and estimates of Walter . Larsen,
Engineer, then on file in the office or the kecorder of said City; and

WHEREAS, it was provided in said Ordinance that the Recorder of said
City of ~lbuiny give notice tor bids for the making cf said improvement in the
manner provided by law and said Ordinanca;

WHERZIAS, after due notice and ad ertisament for bids made and .iven by
the Rhecorder according to law and the Ordinance last atoresaid, to-wit: on the
22ad day of .ugust, 1945, D, F. icKenzie presi:nted to the Council of "he City of
Albany, his bid for making seid improvement in the manner aforesaid, which vbid w»as
made in due form and in conformity with all th: conditicns imposed by law and the
Council by which said bid D. F. McKenziz proposed to furnish 4ll the material and
impleivents and perfcrm all the labor necessuary to make the above described improve=
ment for the feollowing ..amed prices, to~-wit:

Aggregate bid based on Znezineer's estimates $4108.13.

AND WHLK..S, the said D. F. hcKenzie was the lowest bidder for said pro-
posed work and said bid was the lowest and best bid made therefor.

Section 1. That the bid of D. F. Mchenzie for ths improvement of Cak Street
from the “orth line of Water Street to the outh line of 'Willamette Street in the
City of albany, Vregon,

in the manner as spscified in said Ordinance No. 1629 be and the same is hereby
accepted and the Layor and Recorder of the City of Albany are hersby authorized
and direct=:d to enter into a contract in writing with the said D. F. VMcKenzie

for the making of said improvement on behalf of the City of Albany upon the terms
mentioned in said bid hereinabove mentioned end in the manner and form provided
by law.

Said contract shall provide further that the work of said improverent shall
commenc? within ten duvs after the signine of said contract and shz2ll be prosscuted
with such vigor that all the work embraced in said contract shall be entiral-
complated on or bafore the first day of Nov. 1945, unless further time be extend=d
by the Council of said City, and the City of Albuny, Oregon, shall be deemed to :
suffer damages in the amount of §25.00 per day for each and every day said work is
delayed beyond said specifi:d time, vnd that the said D. F. McKenzle shall furnish a
bond in the sum of §2054.07 to be approved by the l'ayor of the City of Albany, “regon
conditioned for the faithful performance of caid contract on the part of the said
and further indemnifying the City of Albany against any claim or lien for labor work
or material on th: part of any person, firm or corporation, arisins out of said contr-
act.
