from the Albany Rural Fire District shall be held cn the 11th day of

Qctober |, 1872 at 7:15 o'clock p.m. at the City Hall of the City of
Albany. _

Section 2: NOTICE,

The Citv Recorder shall cause notice of the hearing to be published
once cach week for two (2) successive weeks prior to the day of the hearing
in a newspaper of general circulation wiihin the city. The City Recorder shall

alsc cause notice of this hearing to be posied in four (4) public places within
the city for a like period of time.
