SUBJECT:.            1993-94 Operating Assistance Grant Agreements for the Transit Systems

Action Requested:

It is recommended the Council accept the grants from the State of Oregon by adopting the attached

resolution and designate the City Manager to sign the agreements on behalf of the City.

Discussion:

Each year, Albany Transit System and the Linn-Benton Loop Transit System apply to the State Of

Oregon Public Transit Division for Operating Assistance Grants. The grants can reimburse the City
for up to 50% of the operating deficit and 80% of the administrative cost of operating the systems.
The maximum reimbursement shall not exceed $28,200 for ATS and $32,200 for the Loop.

The letter from the State Department of Transportation, the individual operating assistance grant
agreements, and the Civil Rights Assurances conditions are attached for your review and information.

The grants have been included in the 1993-94 transit systems budget
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
