THIS AGREEMENT, made ard entered imo this 54 day of Decembef 2001, by and between Michael J.
Decker and Wendi Decker, herein called Grantors, and the CTTY OF ALBANY, a Municipal Corporation,
herein called "City."

WITNESSETH:

That the Grantor has this day granted unio the City of Albany, cascment and right-of-way, mchuding the fight
to eater upon the real property hereinafter described, and to maintzin snd repair public utilities for the parpose
of conveying public utilities services over, across, through, and under the lands hereinafter described, together
with the right to excavate and refifl ditches and/or trenches for the location of the said public utilities and the
further right to remove trees, bushes, under-growth, and other obstructions interfering with the location and
maintenance of the said public ntilities.

This agreement is subject to the following rerms and conditions:

1 The right-of-way hereby granted consists of:
A 10.0-foot wide permanent public utility casement as shown on attached EXHIBIT B and described
in attached EXHIBIT A

2 In order that the work may be done in a timely and complete manner, we hereby agree to grant and

allow a temporary right of entry for comstruction access to the City, its representatives and to the
Contractor, for access to, upon and over our property for planning and construction of & sanitary
sewer, sarvice connection, and such appurtenances as are required to make the project complete. It is
understood and agreed that this access agreement shall terminate on the date that such work has been
satisfactorily completed and accepted by the City of Albany.

3. The permanant easement described herein gramts to the City, and to ifs successors, assigns, authorized
agents, or contraciors, the perperual right to enter upon said easement at any thme that it may sce fit,
for construction, maintenance, evaluation and/or repair purposes.

4. The City agrees to replace the sauitary sewer service lateral gne time only. The purpose of the
roplacement is to reduce infiliration to the public sanitary sewer system and protect the public health.

5 The Grantor does hersby covenant with the City that they are lewfully seized and possessed of the
Teal propetty above described and that they have a good and lawful right to convey it or any part
thereof and that they will forever warrant and defend the title therelo against the lawfil claims of all
persons whomsoever.

G Upon performing any maintenance, the City shall return the site 10 original or better condition
7 The Grantors and the City ackmowledge that if a structure exists on the public wtilities eagement
deseribed herein either additional permapent structures or additions to the existing structure may not

be constructed on the public utilities sasement. If the existing structurc is removed from the public
wtility easement, no permanent structure may be reconstructed in its place.
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8. Should the City determine that maintenance, repaix, or reconstruction of the utilities Jocated wnder the
structure Tequires the removal or alveration of said structure, the City may undertake such removal or
alteration as may be needed. In such event, however, the City shall, upon completian of said
maintenance, fepair, or recanstruction, restore the structure at City expense to its original or better
condition. ‘
