T. X P« OPLE OF THE CITY OF ALPAIrY DO ORDAIN AS FOLTOA' S: 

SECTION 1. That'. Ordinance ff 1433 entitled " An Ordinance providing for the time
and manner of improving ,+ inth Street between the West line of L-lm Street , rd the

rest line of Cottage Street in the Ity of Albany, Oregon, providing how the
cost of such improvement shall be paid; tha eizlty and damage to the City of
Albany by the person or persons : eking such improvement if the same not be com- 
pleted within the time agreed upon and the E; iving of a good and sufficient bond
for the faithful performance of the work of such improvement of said portion of
said street and proviuing :' or the giving of notice by the Recorder of the City
of Albany for bids for the completion of such improvement and declaring an emer- 
gency," passed by the uouacil .. ovember 10, 1937 and approved by the Mayor :; ov- 

ember 10, 1937, be and the same is aereby amended to read as follows: 

SECTION 1. That ninth Street fr-)m the west line of Elm Street to the . iest line

of Cotta. ae Street in Albany, Oregon, shall be improved in the following manner, 
to -wit: 

1. By grading said street to the proper sub -, Trade. 
2. By surfacing the rov.dw. y of said street f^.:11 width with full inter- 

sections with a six inch gravel base with
a. a one inch oil mat surface, or

b. a one - course six inch Portland cement concrete pavement, or

a. a two inch asphaltic concrete pavement
3. By la yang and constructing concrete gutters. 
4. by c; nstructir; g concrete curbs six] sidewalks wherever necessary. 
5. By installing a proper drainage system. 

Said improvement to be made in accordance with the charter and ordinances of

the amity of Albany, 6regon, and the plans and specifications of halter W. Larsen, 
engineer of said city for the making of such improvement , which said plans, 

specifications and esti:mites were filed in the office of the recorder of the

city of til5any, Oregon, on the 22nd day of September, 1937, endorsed " Specifi- 
cations for t: ie improvement of IUnth Street from the '. iest line of Elm Street
to the , lest line of cottage 6treet." 

The cost of making said improvement of said portion of i--inth Street shall be
paid out of funds collected and arising u? on and out of the assessments
hereinafter to be made, ascertained and declared by the council of the , ity
of Albany, Oregon, on the lots or parts of lots adjacent to said portion of
said binth street so to be improved and especially and particularly benefited
thereby as ; rovided by the Charter of said pity. 

Said improvement of said portion of Plinth Street shall be completed on or
before the lot day of July 01938. 

All bids for the making of slid Improvement of said street deemed unreasonable
by the douncil of the city of Albany may be rejected. 

Any firm, person or corporation with woom any contraot may be entered into by
the city of - lbany for the asking of said improvement shall before commencing
said improvement and at the time of signing such contract mnka, execute and
deliver to said City good and sufficient bond with good and sufficient surety
In the sum of $ 4100. 00 for the faithful performance of such contract. 

SECTION 2, 4aeress, the peace, health and safety of the people of the city of
Albany requires that this ordi. ance become immediately effective, therefore an

emergency is Hereby declared to exist aai this ordinance sball. become immedia- 
tely effective upon its final passage by. the Council and approval by the P: ayor.
