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A BILL FCR:

AN CRDINANCE relating to treffic and regulating use of public
Streets in the City of Albany, Cregon; Defining ana establishing parking
meter Zonss and regulating and controllingz and providing for inspsction of
the Time Farking of Vehicies therein by the use of Farking Meters:
Prescribing limits of time for Farkinz in Parking Keter Zones; and providing
for enforcenment of this Ordinance and punishment for its violation.

THE PZOPLE OF THE CITY OF ALBANY DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOS:

Secticn 1. DEFINITICNS: "renever in this ordinance the following
terms are usadjy they shall have the meanings resp-ctivelv ascrited to them
in this section:

STREET. Every way set apart for public travel excapt alleyways,
bridle peths and foot paths,

ROADYAY. That porticen of a street betw:en the regularly established
curb lines.

SIDEWALE, That portion of a str2et betwsen the curb lines and
the adjacent property linss,

VBHICLE. A conveyance propelled by motor power. 4

PARKING METER ZONES. FARKING METER ZONYS shall mean portions of
str2ets descriced und establist by the Ccunrecil as
zones within which th> purking of vahicles shill be
controlled, regulated, and insp:2cted with tue aid of
timing devices or meters, herein refareed to as parking
meters or meters.

Bection 2. The following porticns of streats are hereby estublish-
ed as parking metsr zones:

First Street betwsan Washington and Baker Streets:

Second Streat betwaen Wasnington and Baker Streets:

Ferry Street between Allsy North of First St. tc Third St.

Ellsworth St. From First St. to Third St.,

Lyon St. from the Alley north of First St. to Third St.

Broadalbin St., betw:en the alley north of First St. to
Third Street:

Third Strseet from Broadalbin to Lyon Streets.

Section 3. The Ccunecil is hareby to install

meters in all parking meter zcnes hareby esta 2 established
by the Council for the purpose of, and in such numbers and at = laces as
in its judgment r.ay be necersary to the regulation, control and inssaction of

the parking of vehicles therein, including the ressrvation of loading zones
for commercial vehicles. []

Section 4. Tarking meters installed in parking meter zonas shall
be installed upon the surb irsmedlately adjiacent to the individual parking
gpaces herainafter described, and each parking metar shall be so ccnstructad

and adjusted a8 to show whan rroperly cpsrated a sional that the space

ad jucent to which it is install:d is or is not legally in use.

Section 5. The Council shall have lines or marking painted upon
the curd or streast sdjacent to each parcing meter, desirnatinz the parking space
for which said meter is to be used, and each venicle parked adjacent to any
parking moter shall park within said lines ¢r markincs, It shall be unlawful
to park any vehiocl: across any such line of marki or to park a v:nicle in
such a position that it shall not be antirely within the space desl<nated by
such lines or markinzs.

Section 6. It shall be unlawful for any rersen to cause, &allow,
permit, or suffer any vshicle registeraed in his name or oreratad or controll.d
by him to be upcn any street within a parking meter zcne in any space adjacent
to which a parking meter is installed, {or more than 0 consscutive minutes,
or an, time auring which tha meter is showine a signal indicating thet such spaax e
is illegally in us2~-other than such time as {s necessary to op:rate the meter
to show legal parking--between the hours of 9:00 colelock a. M. and 6:00 O'clock
P. N, of any day, Sundays and legal holidays excepted.

Section 7. Farking meters when installed and properly op:rated,
ghal]l be 80 adjusted as to show logal parking during a period of twolve minutes
upon and after the deposit therein of 4 United Statss one cent coin, twenty=-
four minutes upon and after tha deposit therein of two Unlted States one fent
coins, thirty-six minutes upon and after the deposit theroin of thre: United
States ona cent»coins, Forty eight minutas upon and after the deposit tharelin
of four Unlted Gtates one cent coins, sixty minutes upon and after the deposit

therein of five United States one cent colns cor one United Statas five cent coln.
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ORDINANCE NO. 1481(cont, )

Section 8. It shall be unlawful to deposit or cause to be devosited
in any perkinz meter any slub; device, or metallis substitutes for a one cent
or a five cent coin of the tnited Statas,

Section 9, It sholl be unlawful for any unauthorizad parson to open
or for any person to deface, injure, tzmpsr with or willfully broak destroy,
or impair the usefulna3ss cof any pariing meter installed pursuant to this ordinance
or to hiteh any animels therato.

Saction 10, It shall be the duty of the Ci*ty llarshal, under the
diraction of the City Council to keep account of all violations of this
Ordinance.

(a) He shall keep an account of ang report the numier of each parking
meter which indicstes tnut the vahicle oceupying the rarking snace
ad jacent to such prarking meter is or has baren park:d in violation of any of
the provisions ol thls ordinence, the date and hour of such violation, the
make and the ssate licanse numoer of such vehicle, 2nd sny other facts a
a knowledse cof waicn is necessary to a thorough understanding of the cire
cumstances attending such viclation.

{b) He shall ettach to such vznicle a notice stating that it hus been
parked in violation of this ordinance, und instructing the owner or operator
to report to the RICCIDER in rizard to such violaticn., The cwner or operator
may, within twenty-four (cd) hours aftzr the time when such notice was
attached to such vehicle, pay the PLIOCFDTR in full satisfuction of such
violation, the minimum sum of fifty cents (50¢).

Section 11. Any parson violating any provision of this ordinance shall
be deemed gullty of a rmisdsareanor, and upon conviction tharaof shall be punishable
by a fine not exceeding $100.00 or by imprisonment in the City jail of the
City of Alvany, for a poriod not exceeding Three (3) months, or by both such fine
and imprisonment.

Section 12. The xwounn of ths coins resuired to bhe deposited in
parking meters as ﬂrov1d 2d harein is hereby leviad and assessed a3 a fee to
provide for the nroper “at‘* ation, control, and inspection of traffic unon the
public streets, :Ai to covar the cost of supervising, regulating, and inspsescting
the parking of vehicles in the parkinz meter zones providad for herein, the cost
of placing and maintaining lines or markinzs desicnating parking spaca2s in
parking meter zcnes, and the cost of zne purchase, supervision, protection,
insoectiex, installation, cperation, maintanance, control, and use of the parking
meters installed hereunder, and the cial fund in which such fees shall be placed
shall be devot:d exclusively to t*cs« purposas.

Saction 13, It shall be tha duty of th& Council to designate some
person or persons to nake re ar i depositad in said
Parking meters, end delivering the money to th uit, “'eaQLr:r, and it shall also
be the duty of the City Troasurer to count the money and place it in a special
fund to be known as the "Farking lMdater Fund." which 'd shall be used ex-
clusively fcr the purgoses specified in Section 12, Such person or pursen
making such colla cticns shall be bonded in tha sum of Cne Thousand Jdllq“s to
insurse the falthful psrgorrance of his or their duties,
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Section 14, This crdinance shall be deemsd tc be in addition and
supplementary to, and not in conflict with, nor a royuql of axiatine ordinanc
this city, but shall be an saditional provision for the regulation of traffic
and parking in Lhe parking mater zonss precvided for h rein.

Seotion 15, 1If any section, part of 0°ﬂtion, santence, clausa, or
phrase of this ordinance shall bs hald tc be undonstitutionsl or invalid, the
recaining previsicns hereof shall nevirtheless remain in full force and effect.

Section 16. All ordinsnces or parts of ordinances of ordinancas or
resolutions in cenflict with the provisions of this ordinance are hereby repeal-d.
Section 17. Tris ordinance shall take effact and be in force on and
aftsr 1ts Cinal racssage and adoption, is es much as an emaregency exists,
Passed by the Council, Arril 10, 1946.
