
A BILL FOR: 

ORDINANCE NO. 1720

AN ORDINANCE to regulate taxi cabs and taxi cab traffic upon the
streets of the City of Albany, and providing penalty for violation hereof. 

THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF ALBANY DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS. 

Section 1. Taxi cab stands may be designated by the Council at
such place or places upon the public streets of the City of Albany, Oregon, as
may be deemed expedient, providea that no such taxi cab stands shall be des- 
ij nated witnin the parking meter area heretofore established by Ordinance No. 
1681, or by any amendment to such Ordinnnce; provided that not more than
two car spaces shall be marked off or designated in any one block and that
no time limit for tr:,s parking of taxi cabs within such tax. stands shall be

established. 

Section 2. When any taxi cab shall be parked upon any street within
the parkin, meter area, the owner or r= rscn In control thereof, sr.all be governed
by the same rules and regulations applicable to those of any other motor vehicle. 

Section 3. No taxi cab stand or parkinp, ar^ a shall be establish^ d or
designated by the Council unless the a^ plicant therefor shall first have obtained
written permission f rcm the owner or occupants of the real property in front of
which such stand is to to deslgnat- d. 

Section 4. All Ordinances and parts of Ordinances in conflict here- 
with are hereby repeai: d.
