ORDINANCE NO. 1804

A BILL FOR:

AN ORDINANCE authorizing the layor and Recorder of the City
of Albany, Oregon, to enter into a contract with D. F. licKenzie end 0. L.
Bowman for the lmprovement of Pine Street from the north line of ‘Jater
Street to the south line of "illamette Street and Frunt Street from the
6ast line of Oak Street to the west line of Harrison Street in the City
of Albany, Oregon.

THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF ALBANY DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOYS:

WHEREAS, by Ordinance No. 1786, of the City of Albany, Ore-
gon, it was ordered that the following streets in said City be improved,
to=-wit: Pine Street from the north line of Water Street to the south
line of Willamette Street and Front Street from the east line of Oak
Street to the west line of Harrison Street.

Said improvement to be made in the following manner:

l. By grad sald street to the proper sub-grade.

2, DBy surfacing the roadway of said street full width with
full intersections with crushed rock and orushed gravel
bass with oil mat surfaoce,

3. By laying and construoting comorete gutters wherever
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4, By oconstruocting conorete curbs and sidewalks wheraver
necessary.

$« By installing a proper drainage system.

and in accordance with the plans, specifications and eatimates of Walter
githrug, Engineer, then on file in the office of the Recorder of said

WHEREAS, it was provided in sald Ordipance that the Recorder
of saild City of Albany, give notice for bids for the making of sald im-
provement in the manner provided by law and saild Ordinance; and

WHEREAS after due notice and advertisement for bids made
and given by the Recorder according to law and the Ordinance last afore=-
sald, to-wit: on the 16th day of May, 1947, D, F. NcKenzie and 0. L.
Bowmen presented to the Council of the City of Albany, their bid for
making said improvement in the manner aforssaid, which bid was made in
due form and in conformity with ell the conditions imposed by law and
the Council, by which said bid D. F. locEenzie and 0. 1L. Bowman proposed
to furnish all the material and implements and performm all the lahor
necessary to make the above desoribed improvement for the followling
named prices, to-wit:

Aggregate bid based on Enginesr's estimates $8837.00,

AND WHEREAS the saild D, F. MoKenzie and O, L. Bowman were
the lowest bldders for said proposed work and said bld was the lowest
and best bid mede therefor:

Begtion 1. That the bid of D. F. MoKenzle and O, L. Bowman
for the improvement of Pine Street from the north line of Water Street
to ths south line of Willamette Street and Front Street from the east
line of Oak Street to the west line of Harrison Street in the City of
Albany, Oregon, in thé¢ manner as specified in said Ordinance No. 1786,
be and tho same is hereby accepted and tha kayor and Recordsr of the
City of Albany are hereby suthorized and direoted to enter into a con-
tract in writing with the said D. F. llcKenzie and 0. 1. Bowman for the
waking of said improvement on behalf of the City of Albany upon the
terms mentioned in sald bid hereinabove mentioned and in the manner
and form provided by law.

Said contract shall provide further that the work of sald
improvemént shall ceommence within ten days after the aigning of said
contract and shall be prosecuted with such vigor that all the work
embraced in said contraot shall be entirely completed on or before the
thirty-rirst day of October, 1947 unless further time be extended by the
Council of said City, and the Clty of aAlbany, Oregon, shall be deemed
to suffor damages in the amount of $25.00 per day for each and every
day said work is delayed beyond sa.t& specifisd tinme, and that the said
D, F. McKenzie and O. L. Bowman shall furnish a bond in the sum of
$4418,.50 to be approved by the Mayor af the City of Albany, Oregon, con=
ditioned for the falthful performancs of sald contract on the part of
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the said D. F. McKenzie and O. L. Bowmen and further indemnifying the
City of Albany sgainst any oclaim or lien for labor, work or rmaterial on

the part of any persan, fimm or ocarporation, arising out of said contract.
