Section 6, At the said election proposed Amendments to the Charter of the
City of Albhany shall be submitted to the legal voters for their adoption or rejection as
provided in Resolution Ho., 1 adopted by the Council on the 10th day of March, 1648, said
resolution now being on file and of record in the office of the Recorder of said Clty.

Seation 7, The Recorder shall cause to be printed in pamphlet form a true |

"An act to amend Sections 31, 32, 33,34, 147, 154, and 163 of the charter
of the City of Albany, Oregon, and to further amend said char%er by adding to Chapter
VI thereof a nev article to be designated as Article II A providing for a ¢ity manager
and dorlning his powers and duties, ani repealing Sections 40, 140, arnd subdivisions

"gection 1, That Section 31 of the charter of the City of Albany be and
the same heredby is amended to read as follows:

geation 31, The officers of the City of Albany shall be and consist of a
mayor, a council consisting of two members from each ward, known as councilmen, & city
manager, a recorder, & marshal, treasurer, superintendent of streets, city onglnoer,
chief o} fire dopar&ment, and city attorney, and such subordinate officers and police~
men &s the council may from time to time provide,

Section 2, That Section 32 of the charter of the City of Albany be and the
same hereby is amended to read as follows:

'ﬁigj;gnr3g. SELECTION OF OFFICERS. The mayor shall be elected by the
qualified electors of the city-at-large. The councilmen shall be elected by the
electors in the respective wards which they are elected to represent, The city manager
shall be elected by the council, and a majority of all members of that body shall be
necessary to eleat., The recorder, marshal, chief of fire department, treasurer,
superintendent of streets, city engineer and city attorney shall be appointed bv the
¢ity manager,

ngection 3. That Section 33 of the charter of the City of Albany be and
the same hereby 15 ammnded to read as follows:

"Eggg;on 33, TERM OF OFFICE. The terms of office of the mayor and council-
men shall bs two years., The city manager shall hold office during the pleasure of the
council, The recorder, marshal, chief of fire department, treasurer, superintendent of
streets, city engineer and city attorney shall hold their respective offices during the
pleasure of the city manager, and all officers of the corporation shall be liable to be
removed at any ti-e by the clt

In every case officers shall hold their respective offices until their successors shall
be elected or appointed and have qualified.

‘ ngeotion 4, That Section 34 of the charter of the city of Albany be and the
same hereby is amended to read as follows:

" 0 . QUALIFICATION OF OFFICERS. No one is eligible to hold an
elective office iIn the municipal corporation wo at the time of his election is not
entitled to the privileges of an elector according to the laws of this state and who
has not resided in the City of Albvany for the three months next preceding the election,
In adiition to the foregoing qualifications, to be elected to the office of councilman
the person must be a resident of the ward from which ke 1is elected for a period of
ninety davs prior to such election, The city attorney must be an attorney admitted to
practice before the Supreme Court of the state of Oregon.

wSection 5, That Section 147 of the charter of the city of Albany be and
the same hereby is amended to read as followss

f?;gj;gn‘;&z. CLAIMS AGAINST CITY: ALLOWANCE; WARRANTS. No claim against
the city shall be pail until an itemized statement thereof,over the signature of the

¥ manager for malfeasance, neglect, or incompetency in office.
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claimant, his agent or attorney, is presented to and audited by the city manager.
After claims against the city have been audited by the city manager, they shall he
filed with the recorder vho shall present them to the counecil at its next regular
meeting, The council shall, by vote, direct whether said claims shall be paid,
either in whole or in part, as they may deem just and legalj; provided, the same
be for corporate purpcoses and none other,

"When the council orders an account or demand to be paid, the recorder
must drav a warrant on the treasursr for the amount ordered paid, The recorder
must keep books of account showing therein all sums collected, the date thereof,
the date and amount of all warrants or orders drawn upon the Ereaauror and to vhom
payable, and all such other matters and things as may be prescribed by oriinance
or be proper and necessary to a correct understanding of all the city's finances,

"S8ection 6, That Section 15% of the charter of the city of Albany be
and the same hereby is amended to read as follows:

"Section 1%%. DUTIES, The city attorney must attend to and shall, subject
to the direstion of the eouncil, have control of all actions, suits, or proceedings
in vhich the city is legally 1n€erostod, and must attend to the prosecution of all
persons charged with the violation of a citv ordiinance., He shall give his advice and
opinion in writing concerning any matter in which the city is interested when required
by the mayor, council or ¢ity manager, In case of the impeachment of any city
officer, he shall conduet the prosecutiocn,

“Seetion 7, That Section 163 of the charter of the city of Albany be and
the same hereby is amended to read as follows:

'gﬁﬁfiggslﬁl. CI'IEF AND ASSISTANT ENGINEER. The officers of the fire
department 8 a chief and an assistant engineer both of whom shall be appointed

by the eity manager,

"Section 8, That Chapter VI of the charter of the city of Albany be and
the sa~e hereby i1s amended by adding thereto a new article to be known as Article II A
to read as followss

“,:ﬁiglnglg. POWERS AND DUTIES OF CITY MANAGER, The city manager shall
be the chief executive officer and head of the executive branch of the city government,
and shall be resoonsible to the council for the proper administration of all affairs
placed in his hands. At the time of his appointmen. he need not be a resident of

the city or state but during his term of office he shall reside within the city, No
person elected or appointed to membership om the council shall, subsequent to such
election or appointment, be eligible for appointment as city manager until one year
has elapsed following the expiration of the term for which he was elected or ampointed.
The aity manager shall be appointed for an indefinite term, but may at any time be
removed by the council, and the action of the council in removing him shall be

final, In case of the absence or disability of the manager, the council may designate
a qualified administrative officer of the city to perform his duties during such
absence or disability, but any officer thus temporarily designated shall have no
authority to appoint or remove any city officer or employee, except with the approval
of the council,

"The powers and duties of the manager shall be:

"To supervise and control all city departments, enterprises, buildings, and
property.

"To supervige and control all administrative and busiress affairs of the
eity, and genoragly to manage its affairs and concerns, axcept the legislative and
lppolntlve powsrs veated in the council and the judicial functions of the recorder:

"To enforce all ordinances;

"To see that the provisions of all franchises, contracts, leases, permits,
and privileges granted by the ¢ity are fully observed, and to report to the council
any violation thereof

"To have general supervision and control over all officers and employees
except as herein otherwise providedj

"To organize the work of the departments under his control and tq assign
assistants, deputies and employees from any office or department to perform work or
services in connection with any other office or department of the city, or to work in
more than cne department or office.
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*To examine, or cause to be examined, without notice, the official conduct
of any officer uuubnt, deputy, clerk or employee in any of the departments of the
eity nommu‘, excepting the Ju&icin.l acts of the recorder;

Yo promptly and diligently collect and supsrvise the collection of all
revenues; license fees and assessments due the cityj

*"To act as purchasing agent for the oity;

*To control the purchase, storage and distribution of all supplies, materials,
equipment, and contractural services required by the city, or any department or agency
thereof, in the manner provided by ordinance and to eltabiish and enforce standard
specifications with respest to such supplies, materials and equipment;

! *To transfer to or between city departments, or to sell surplus, obsolete,
or unused supplies, materials and equipment;

*To contract for the performance of any work, or for the furnishing of any
supplies, materials or equipment for each of the doparements of the city except where
the amount involved exceeds 3250,00, bids shall be received and the contract awarded

-to the lowest responsible bidder, unless the council deems bids impractible,

"fo prepars or cause to be prepared plans and specifications for work which
the council may orders . ,

"To keep the council advised of the needs of the cityg

"To prepare and submit to the council the annual budget estimate and such
reports as may be raquired by that body, including the annual reports of all the
city departmentag

"To devote his entire time to the discharge of his official duties; and,

"To perform such other duties as may be required of him by this charter
or as the council may require, and generally to supervise the administration of the
affairs of the city whether such duties ars herein gpecifically enumerated or not.

*The city manager, and such other officers of the city as the gouncil mav
designate, shall be entitled to seats at meetincs of the council, but shall have no
vote therein, The manager shall have the privilege to take part in the discussion of
all matters coming before the council,

ugection 9, That Sections 40, 140 and subdivisions 48 and 49 of Section 76,
and any and all provisions of the charter of the city of Albany in conflict herewith
be and the same hereby are repsaled.

ngection 10. TAis act =hall be in fnull force and effect on and after the
1st day of January, 1949, and not theratofore."
