FOR PUBLIC HEARING ON THE SAME AND DECLARING AN EMERGEINCY,

WIIERLAS, 100 per cent of the owners of the property which {g ths
subject maticr of this annexation have petitioned and requested the City
of Alhany to annex the area hereinafter described to the City, and the same
being contigucus and $n all respects qualiiyving under present statuics for
apnexation, and

WHEREAS, it ic in the best intercet of the City of Albany that a puhlic
hearing be held at the earliest possible date to consider objections 1o the
arnexration of the property herein deccribed,

THE PEOPLE OF THE CITY OF ALPANY DO ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1: DESCRIFIION OF PROPEKTY
That an election within the City of Albany regarding the annesation of
the fellowing described property to-wit:
Beginning at a 1/2" iron pipe at the Southwest corner of
Block 7 ¢f Hazelwood Addition te Albany, Limn County, ‘Orepon;
and running thence £.36°54'E. 95,10 feet to « 1/2" iron bolt
on the Northwesterly right of way line of Queen Avenue; therce
§.51°15'W., along said right of way, 241.82 fect to a 1/2"
irom rod; thence N.31°36'13"W.266.86 feet to a 1/2" iron rod
on the South line of and West 21,34 fect from the Southeast
corner of Block 21 of said Hazelwond Addition; thence East, :
along the South line of Blocks 21 and 20 of said addition, 271.34 ’ i
feet to the point of beginning, and containing 0.97 acre, morve
or less.

Section 2: HIARING

That there shall be a public hearing as to the advisability of aunexing the
property described in Section 1 to tho City of Albany, on the 1lth day of
Cctober , 1872 , at 7:15 p.m. o'clock, ‘end the City Recorder {s hereby
dirccted to give notice of sald public hearing by publishing in a newspaper of
gencral circulation, published in the said City once a week for two {2) successive
and consccoutive weeks and by posting in four {4) public places, a notice
setting forth the time and place of sald hearing and the description of the property
to be considered for annexation and the purpose for which the hearing is held.

Section 3: EMERGENCY CLAUSE

WHEREAS, itis in the betterment of the public health, interest, safety
and general welfare of the citizens of the City of Albany that this matter of
annexation of the property described herein be disposed of at the earliest
possible moment, and, should the same be annexed, that the City facilities
be made available to this property, therefore, an emergency is hereby
declared to exist and this ordinance shall become immediately effective
upon its passage by the Council and approval by the Mayor.
