When, in the City's opinion, major reconstruction of the sewer 1line on
the grantor's property is required, the City shall notify the grantor in
writing of the need for the major reconstruction and the time which will
be allowed for said reconstruction. Major reconstruction shall mean replacement
or realignment of any or all of the sanitary sewer on the grantor's property.
Routine maintenance such as cleaning, root removal, and grouting of the
public sewer is not intended to be included as part of major reconstruction
and such activities shall continue to be performed by the City. Upon receipt
of notification, and within the time allowed, the grantor shall, at his
own expense, accomplish such reconstruction as the City has deemed necessary.
If, in the opinion of the City, work is not begun in a timely manner or
a2 situation exists which requires immediate reconstruction, the City may,
using its own work force or a contractor hired by the City, reconstruct
portions or all of the sewer 1ine. The costs for such reconstruction,
including labor, materials, equipment costs, and administrative costs,
shall be a debt due the City and a 1ien upon the property and may be recovered
by civil action in the name of the City against the property owner.

The grantor, at the grantor's cost shall enter, defend, and indemnify the
City and its employees, and hold them harmless from and against all claims
of liability of any type to any person, arising out of or in connection
with reconstruction of said sanitary sewer.
