Resolution 2126 was adopted in 1979. It requires that all public works projects o~her

han routine maintenance and repair be subject to the public hearing process and an

Environmental Impact Statement ( EIS) be submitted to the Council for review.

These requirements of the resolution have not been followedfor manyyears. I believe

there is good communication with the Council and projects are included in the tIP and

budget. The requirement for a formal environmental statement for each project is

superfluous and only makes work and may delay projects. I believe we recognize when

additional attention to environmental issues needs to be made and that is part of the

project design.

It is recommended that a recommendation be made = o the City Council to repeal
Resolution No. 2126.
