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Introduction

A convenient, reliable transit system is an important part of a city’s transportation network, providing
transportation options to residents who are unable, or choose not to, drive, walk, or bike. As with every
public service, a transit system that meets the needs of residents requires investment. Due to the 2017
transportation funding package passed by the Oregon legislature, Albany can increase service for the
first time in decades. Building on the 2018 Transit Development Plan (TDP), this Implementation
Strategy is a detailed plan to double Albany’s transit service.

Key highlights of the Strategy are:

e Increase in daily service hours from 21 to 52 hours

e New route map, changing from one (1) morning route and two (2) daytime routes to four (4) full
day routes

e Re-focusing service to Albany’s main activity centers

e Improved on-time performance

The new system will continue to provide coverage for the majority of Albany (particularly for areas
where the need and demand are greatest), will operate bi-directional service (providing faster and more
direct trips), and will operate much more reliably (due to more layover time than the current service).

Existing Conditions

Albany Transit System (ATS) currently operates three routes: one morning route, and two daytime
routes. These routes operate as one-way loops with 60-minute headways, resulting in long trips with
significant out of direction travel for passengers. While the current system serves the majority of the city
geographically, it doesn’t provide service that is convenient or attractive. As a result, most passengers
ride out of necessity rather than choice. Those who have no alternative modes of travel endure long
wait and travel times, making even routine trips require significant planning and scheduling.

Additionally, ATS buses regularly run behind schedule, reducing on-time performance, and creating
uncertainty for passengers. Current routes are too long to include adequate recovery time while
maintaining 60-minute headways.

Goals

The 2018 Transit Development Plan produced a list of community priorities for transit based on public
input. These priorities were carried over into the goals for this implementation strategy and combined
with operational goals provided by ATS staff. The transit improvement goals are:

1. Maintain service area
2. Improve on-time performance
3. Increase service frequency

4. Extend service later into the evening

New Transit Routes

The project team re-designed Albany’s transit network to consist of four routes. All routes connect at
the Heritage Mall, making this central activity center the new transit hub. Three routes continue to serve
the Albany Train Station where they connect to regional transit services.

The new routes have been designed to run in linear paths where possible, allowing the buses to serve
stops while traveling in both directions. This change will reduce overall travel time for most trips, as
riders will be able to take the bus to their destination and return directly, rather than needing to ride the
full route back to their starting location.

The routes are described below, and shown in the map in Figure 4:

Route 1 will provide east-west service between Albany Station and Timber Ridge. Service will operate on
Jackson Street, Queen Avenue, 14th Avenue and Clay Street serving Heritage Plaza, Santiam Highway to
Walmart, and north on Goldfish Farm Road to Knox Butte Road. Buses will turn around at the traffic
circle on Knox Butte Road at Timber Ridge Road and serve the same destinations in reverse order back
to Albany Station. Timed transfers will be provided to all other routes at Heritage Plaza on the way to
Walmart.

Route 2 will provide east-west service between downtown Albany, Albany Station and Heritage Plaza.
Service will operate in a one-way loop through downtown, serving Samaritan Hospital, West Albany High
School and Albany Station. The route will then serve 2nd Avenue and Salem Avenue, WinCo, and
Heritage Plaza. Timed transfers will be provided to all other routes at Heritage Plaza. The route will then
return to WinCo, Salem Avenue, 1st Avenue and loop through downtown. Service at Albany Station will
be timed with Route 3 to allow for transfers. The alignment for service from Heritage Plaza to WinCo
would travel east on Killdeer Avenue, then north or Airport Road. This alignment may prove difficult for
operators and could pose safety concerns making the left turn from Killdeer Avenue onto Airport Way.
An alternate alighment would operate on Pacific Boulevard without serving Killdeer Avenue or Airport
Road, with a left turn onto Albany Avenue from Pacific Boulevard.

Route 3 will provide east-west service between North Albany and Timber Ridge. Service will operate
from North Albany Park & Ride, along Ellsworth Street, through Albany Station (allowing for timed
transfers to Route 2), along 9th Avenue to Clay Street to serve Heritage Plaza, and then northeast along
Waverly Drive, Pacific Boulevard and Knox Butte Road to the traffic circle on Knox Butte Road at Timber
Ridge Road. Buses will return to North Albany Park & Ride in the reverse order, with timed transfers to
all other routes at Heritage Plaza in this direction.

Route 4 will provide north-south service between Heritage Plaza and LBCC via Waverly Drive and 34th
Avenue. Service will operate along a one-way loop along Geary Street, 28th Avenue and Hill Street,
continue to Geary Street, 9th Avenue and Clay Street to serve Heritage Plaza, then proceed south along
Waverly Drive to 39th Avenue and South Albany High School, west along 34th Avenue, and south along
Pacific Highway to LBCC. Buses will return in the opposite direction along 34th Avenue, Waverly Drive
and 14th Avenue. Timed transfers to the three other routes will be made at Heritage Plaza along 14th
Avenue before returning to the one-way loop along Geary/28th/Hill.

Proposed route schedules are detailed in Appendix A.

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The new routes were able to achieve most of the strategy goals:

1. Maintain service area — The new routes reach the majority of the locations served by the
current routes. The main exception is in North Albany from Hickory St to Gibson Hill Road. This
segment of the current transit service experiences low ridership, primarily due to lower density
development patterns and higher household incomes. Due to these factors, service in North
Albany will be reduced in order to expand service to East Albany where development patterns
and demographics create higher transit demand.

2. Improve on-time performance — With the adjustments to the transit routes, ATS buses will be
able to operate with 15-17% recovery time. This brings recovery time in line with industry
standards and will allow the buses to run on schedule under normal operating conditions.

3. Increase service frequency — Due to the routes shifting from one-way loops to primarily bi-
directional linear routes, service to most stop locations is effectively doubled.

4. Extend service later into the evening — This goal will require additional funding to achieve. The
expansion to four full-day routes uses the majority of ATS’s expanded budget, and the new
routes will operate with the same service hours as the current system. It is recommended that
future funding increases be dedicated to service hour expansion.

Timed Transfers

Timed transfers will be scheduled at Heritage Plaza every hour. Routes 1, 3 and 4 will serve it twice per
cycle (once per direction), while Route 2 will only stop in one direction, as it loops around the Heritage
Plaza at the east end of its run. Due to scheduling limitations, timed transfers can only be provided in
one direction, with priority given to allowing passengers from Routes 1, 2, and 3 to make a connection
to Route 4 on its way to LBCC.

During the transfer period, Routes 2, 3, and 4 will stop on the west side of Clay Street next to the Target,
Route 1 will stop on the east side near the Medicap Pharmacy. Route 4 is scheduled to arrive at the stop
after the other routes have departed. While this requires a short wait while making the connection to
Route 4, it provides an additional time buffer for the transfer in case any of the other Routes are running
behind schedule.

A second timed transfer will be provided at Albany Station between Routes 2 and 3. Although the arrival
and departure times will be staggered, these two routes will both be at Albany Station long enough to
allow transfers. Passengers arriving from Samaritan Hospital, West Albany High School and North Albany
Park & Ride could get to Heritage Plaza, Timber Ridge, Salem Avenue and WinCo. For example,
passengers who start on Route 2 at Samaritan Hospital or West Albany High School who are traveling to
Heritage Plaza would save approximately 20 minutes by transferring to Route 3.

Layover and Recovery Locations

All routes were designed to provide a location for operators to use a restroom, without requiring
interlining. The two best locations in the city are at Albany Station and LBCC. Although timed transfers
will be provided at Heritage Plaza, there are no sufficient restroom locations here. Routes 1, 2 and 3 will
provide layover time (7-8 minutes) at Albany Station. Route 4 will provide 9 minutes of layover at LBCC.
Additionally, each route will be held for a couple of minutes at Heritage Plaza once per hour to
accommodate timed transfers.



Bus Stop Implementation

The bus route changes necessitate the addition of new bus stops throughout Albany. The project team
evaluated the existing bus stops to determine which would remain in use and which would be
discontinued. New bus stop locations were identified and evaluated for their ease of implementation
based on right-of-way availability. All new stops are required to meet all Americans with Disabilities Act
(ADA) requirements.

Albany will construct the proposed bus stops within the city right-of-way prior to beginning service.
Those stops are marked in green on the map in Figure 5. All remaining stops will require easements or
Oregon Department of Transportation (ODOT) approval and may not be complete before the new
service begins operating. Those stops are marked on Figure 5 in yellow. The full list of stops and their
implementation timeline is in Appendix B.

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If the yellow stops are unable to be built before the new service begins, there are several road segments
that will be missing stops on one or both sides of the street. These gaps limit the functionality of the
system and create barriers to accessing transit service. The project team prioritized the gap segments
based on their importance to system functionality as well as the nearby land uses and community
demographics. Segments that are critical for long term system performance, or those likely to see the
greatest transit demand ranked highest (Figure 6). ATS will pursue construction of the bus stops in the
“high need” segments within six months of starting service, and the remaining stops within two years.

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Conclusion

The Transit Implementation Strategy represents the first major improvement to Albany’s transit system
in decades. Using the goals of the Transit Development Plan as a foundation, the Implementation
Strategy provides the details necessary for Albany Transit to build and operate an updated transit
network. The changes to the bus routes and schedule will provide a higher quality service to all Albany
residents, particularly those that rely on transit for their daily needs. The service will be more reliable,
and it will be easier to access basic services and community destinations. With the foundation of an
updated route network, Albany can continue to improve service through extended service hours and
increased bus frequency as additional funding is provided through local, state, or federal sources.
